Watch Out For
Symptoms Of Lassa Fever, Meningitis

: - Medical Experts Warn

Medical experts have raised alarm over cases of two highly
contagious diseases, Lassa fever and meningitis, recently reported
in Edo and Oyo States respectively.

Symptoms of Lassa fever include fever, muscle pain,
inflammation of throat and lungs, internal bleeding (which may
flow out of the nose or ear) and destruction of internal organs.

It takes only about 7 or 21 days for the virus to fully have its effect
on the victim. Medical experts have also estimated that about 15%
- 20% of hospitalized Lassa fever patients will die from the illness.

Meningitis, an airborne disease spreads quickly in overcrowded
environments. Its symptoms include vomiting, high fever,
headache, delirium and stiff neck. Effect of contact with the
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disease is usually immediately visible in the victim.

Though no cases of these diseases have been reported in Lagos
State, it is advisable that persons travelling to those areas
mentioned should obtain appropriate immunization before
embarking on trips.

Also, symptoms should be immediately reported to the nearest
health facility.
